Outline (GS) is designed to provide scholarship
support to graduate students majoring in a
Korea-related field or focusing on a Korea-
related research topic at a university located
outside of Korea.

Program The KF Fellowship for Postdoctoral Research

Outline (PF) is designed to support the full-time
research of emerging scholars who have
recently obtained a Ph.D. in a Korea-related
research topic at a university or research
institution located outside of Korea.

Eligible M.A. students or Ph.D. candidates in

Applicants the humanities, social sciences, arts &
cultural studies media/communications,
contemparary Korea, science and technalogy,
or any other relevant field such as STEM, with
a Korea-related research topic who fulfill the
following criteria:

® Have enrolled (or are about to enroll) as
a full-time student at a university located
outside of Korea
Please note that students wheo have enrolled (or
are about to enroll) at graduate scheols aimed at
training professionals in specific fields, such as
MBA schools, law schools, or interpretation and
translation schools, are ineligible for this program.

@ Have not previously obtained a Ph.D.

® Hold citizenship or permanent residency
status in a country outside of Korea

Applicants who are Korean citizens must
currently (by the time of the opening of this call
for applications) hold have already obtained
permanent residency status in a country outside of
Korea currently.

Eligible Scholars who have recently obtained or will soon
Applicants hold a Ph.D. in the humanities, social sciences,
arts & cultural studies media/communications,
cantemporary Karea, science and technolagy,
or any other relevant field such as STEM, with
a Korea-related research topic who fulfill the
following criteria:

@ Have obtained a Ph.D. within the past five
years from the start date of the fellowship
period, or Ph.D. candidates scheduled to
receive their degree before the start of the
fellowship period

@ Have not been awarded a university position

equivalent to or exceeding that of a full-time
lecturer, or a senior researcher position at a
research institution

® Hold citizenship or permanent residency
status in a country outside of Korea

Fellowship 1year (starting from either this year's Fall
Period semester or next year's Spring semester)
The fellowship agreement should be established within
six months from the date of the notification for successful
applicants.

Reminders Fellowship for Postdoctoral Research only
once. Previous recipients cannot reapply for
the program.

2. Fellowship recipients may not receive any
other concurrent grants or fellowships
provided by the KF or other Korean
institutions. Breach of this condition will result
in the suspension of the fellowship, and the
fellow will be required to return their grant to
the KF.

3. The Foundation shall have the right to cancel
or discontinue its support and demand
reimbursement of the grant if the information
provided by the recipient is found to be untrue.
