H.E. Mr. Antoine Evrard has served as Ambassador of Belgium to Japan since September 2023. He joined the Belgian diplomatic service
in 2000 and has held postings in New York (UN), Tehran, Rabat, and New Delhi.

He later served as Diplomatic Advisor to the Belgian Prime Minister and as Ambassador to Mexico and Belize (2017—2020). From 2020
to 2023, he was Chief of Staff to the Belgian Minister of Foreign Affairs, European Affairs and Foreign Trade. He holds a Master’s in
Contemporary History from the Universities of Namur and Leuven, and a Master’s in Advanced European Studies from the College of
Europe (Natolin — Poland).

Kanako Kikuchi has over 20 years of leadership experience in the pharmaceutical industry, having held a wide range of senior roles in both
Japan and the United States across several multinational pharmaceutical companies, including positions in business operations and corporate
strategy. Since May 2018, she serves as President and Representative Director of UCB Japan Co., Ltd.

Throughout her career, she has been deeply engaged in promoting cross-sector collaboration from the perspective of industry—government—
academia partnership, while contributing broadly to organizational development, corporate governance and cultural transformation. As a
senior female leader, she has also been an active advocate for advancing and fostering deeper understanding of inclusion both within and
outside her organization.

She currently serves as Advisor in Economic Diplomacy to the Minister of Foreign Affairs, Foreign Trade and Development Cooperation of
the Kingdom of Belgium, member of the Administrative Council of Hokkaido University and Vice Chair of EFPIA (European Federation of
Pharmaceutical Industries and Associations) Japan.
